by the

author to the approved jurisprudence books in all the

denominations . I have documented the author's
explanations

for the difficult terms referring to the Language and
difficult

jargon/terms books. I also documented the places
mentioned

by the author in his book, showed their modern
positions and

contemporary description and commented on the
quotations

of the author related to some issues. The part covered
by the

study 1s from the beginning of the book to the end of
the

fifteenth section, which equals half the book. The
thesis was

divided into two parts; The first part contains important

introductions that address the author, his scientific life,



his

book, the adopted sources and its merits. The second
part is

related to the study of the book and its exploration
